
Surf City Dismissal Policy(updated) 
 

Procedure Protocol: 
1) Rules explained up front. 
2) Student is caught breaking the rules. 
3) Procedures are explained to the student. 
4) Parents are called.  If they are not reached, parents will be called again.  If parents 

are not reached, emergency person will be called. 
5) Inability to reach the parents will not hold up sending the child home. 
6) Parents are financially responsible for the student and the escort accompanying the 

student home. 
 
Participants will be dismissed and sent home at the parents’ expense if: 

1) Participant uses illegal drugs, alcohol, or tobacco during the trip. 
2) Participant fails to observe other rules and boundaries set up and made clear by the 

trip leader or violates state or federal law. 
3) Participant performs any act that endangers other participants or that the camp 

management determines to be unacceptable. 
 

Surf City Release Policy 

It is the policy of the PLF to release a camper only to those who have been approved in writing.

Snack Bar Reimbursement Policy 

Each student opens an account at the snack bar with the amount sent by parents in the form of 
a check made out to “Surf City”.  At the end of the week, if the amount remaining is over $5, we 
will reimburse the camper through one lump sum check written to the church by September 15.  
If the amount is UNDER $5, the remaining balance will be donated to the “Haitian Children’s 
Fund”, which is building a new orphanage in Haiti.  Campers can opt to donate their balance to 
the fund even if their amount remaining is over $5. 
 
____  I have read and understand the Snack Bar reimbursement Policy.  If my 
camper has less than $5 remaining, the balance will be donated to the Haitian 
Children’s Fund. 
 
____ (OPTIONAL) Even if there is more than $5 left in my camper’s snack bar 
account, please donate the balance to the Haitian Children’s Fund.
